Creating a Plan

Creatinga plan of your degree/diplomaallows you to take a proactive step in determiningthe best path
for completing your program requirements, allthe way to graduation! This can be done by planning
currentand future semesters based on previous terms.

You create a plan by adding the desired coursesto a “course plan”. It is important to understand that
you have not registered inthese courses but ratheryou plan to register for the course in the termyou
have added the planned course to. You are not obligated to registerfor a planned course nor are you
billed for the planned course until you register. You can add, remove or move planned coursesinto any
path that is suitable based on prerequisites, semester offerings and other considerations.
